Academic Review Committee Bylaws

NAME AND LOCATION

The name of the committee shall be the Academic Review Committee (ARC) a subcommittee of the Association of Alaska Community Health Aide Program Directors.  The office of the committee, for the transaction of business, shall be the Alaska Native Tribal Health Consortium (ANTHC) Community Health Aide Program (CHAP).

ORGANIZATIONAL YEAR


The organization year shall be January 1 to December 31.

PURPOSE

As a standing committee of the Association of Alaska Community Health Aide Program Directors, the purpose of the Academic Review Committee shall be the following:

1. To develop, implement and evaluate all training curriculums for the Community Health Aide (CHA) and Community Health Practitioner (CHP).

2. To review and make recommendations on all permanent University of Alaska Fairbanks catalog courses for Community Health Aide/Practitioner instruction.

3. To develop a uniform process for the achievement and maintenance of the credentialing of the Community Health Practitioner.

4. To make recommendations regarding establishment of standards for Community Health Aide/Practitioner education in Alaska to the Association of Alaska Community Health Aide Program Directors and the CHAP Certification Board.

5. To advise the Vice Chancellor of the College of Rural and Community Development, University of Alaska Fairbanks, the Association of Alaska Community Health Aide Program Directors and the CHAP Certification Board in matters of Community Health Aide/Practitioner education.  

6. To make recommendations to CHAP Directors regarding the establishment of guidelines for field training and supervision of CHA/P.  

MEMBERSHIP

SECTION I:
The committee shall consist of voting members representing the organizations that are actively involved in Community Health Aide/Practitioner training as follows:

1. A Community Health Practitioner designated by the Statewide CHA Association.

2. Each Basic Training Center certified by the Community Health Aide Program Certification Board will be represented by their training coordinator or designee.

3. A member from each tribal health program operating a community health aide program in Alaska under the ISDEAA “ISDEAA” means the Indian Self-Determination and Education Assistance Act, Pub. L. 93-638, as amended, 25 U.S.C. § 450 et seq. This member will be an individual actively involved in the field training of Community Health Aide/Practitioners.

4. The Community Health Aide Program Academic Liaison for the College of Rural and Community Development, University of Alaska Fairbanks.

SECTION II:
The term of membership for each individual will be for two years and the person may be reappointed.  
SECTION III:
ARC meetings shall comply with appropriate Federal guidelines regarding public or open meetings.  Guests should notify the Chair prior to the meeting.  Guest participation is allowed at the discretion of the Chair and will have no vote.

OFFICERS

SECTION I:
Officers of the Committee shall be: Chair, Vice Chair, and Secretary.

SECTION II:
Terms of office shall be one year for each office.  
SECTION III:
The Vice Chair position shall be elected every year with this person acting as Vice Chair for one year and serve as Chair for the following year.  The terms of the Chair and Vice Chair can be extended with the approval of the committee.

SECTION IV:
Elections will be held at the last meeting of the organizational year.

SECTION V:
The Chair shall preside at all meetings and is an ex-officio member of all sub-committees.  The Chair will have no vote except in the case of a tie.
SECTION VI:
The Chair or his/her designee will report directly to the Association of Alaska Community Health Aide Program Directors, at their next scheduled meeting, following each ARC meeting.

SECTION VII:
The Vice Chair will act as Chair in the absence of the Chair and when so acting, will have all the powers of the Chair.  The Vice Chair shall succeed as Chair should the office of the Chair become vacant.

SECTION VIII:
The Secretary shall record and distribute the minutes of the committee meeting to ARC Members and the CHAP Directors Chair, within one month of the committee meeting.  Copies of all records shall be maintained in the ANTHC CHAP Office.
MEETINGS

SECTION I:
ARC shall meet four times per year.  The meetings shall precede the quarterly Association of Alaska Community Health Aide Program Directors’ meetings.  
SECTION II:
The Chair shall distribute notice of the meeting and agenda prior to the meeting. The agenda will be set by the Chair in consultation with the Chair of the Association of Alaska Community Health Aide Program Directors.

SECTION III:
Each voting member present shall be entitled to one vote.   Voting matters shall be determined by majority vote.

SECTION IV:
A quorum shall consist of 8 members.

SECTION V:
The Chair may call special meetings of the committee as directed by the CHAP Directors’ Chair.  Advance notice shall be given to all members with the purpose of the meeting delineated.

SECTION VI:
The Chair, with the advice and consent of the ARC committee, shall be authorized to appoint sub-committees as necessary to accomplish the purpose of the committee.
