Please Note: For your safety and ours, no emergency medical provider is allowed to respond to an unsafe situation which involves alcohol, drugs, weapons or violence.

WHEN COMING IN FOR MEDICINE PICK-UP OR RE-FILL, 

MAKE SURE THAT YOU BRING ALL YOUR MEDICATIONS WITH YOU.

Medication refills are done only during clinic hours and are not considered urgent.

This includes routine, daily medications prescribed by your doctor, antibiotics, or pain medication, Tylenol or Ibuprofen.
