Alaska Community Health Aide Program Priority List for Basic Training

Selection priority for Basic Training slots will be based on:

1. Student is the sole provider.

2. Students successfully completing Session I have the priority for the next Session II offered at that Training Center, which should follow within 8-12 weeks.

3. Certified Community Health Aides have priority over non-certified Health Aides for Session III and IV.

Other priorities to consider:

1. Very busy clinics with inadequate staffing.

2. Students who have been waiting for a long time.

3. Students should have greater than or equal to 6 months of patient care experience between Session II, III and IV.
